CLAIM

I. The Plaintiff Claims:

a. An Order declaring that the Defendants have violated the Plaintiff’s rights
under ss. 6, 7, 10(a), 10(b), 10(c), 1 1(d) and 12 of the Canadian Charter of

Rights and Freedoms;

b. An award of damages pursuant to s. 24(1) of the Charter in the amount of
£100,000;

¢. An Order in the nature of a permanent injunction enjoining the Defendants
from questioning the Plaintiff or otherwise assisting the government of the
United States of America in prosecuting the Plaintiff, nothing in the nature of
such order to detract from the Defendants’ duty to provide the Plaintiff with

humanitarian aid and consular assistance;

d. Costs; and

e. Such further and other relief as this Honourable Court deems just.

2. The Plaintiff is a Canadian citizen born on September 19, 1986 and is presently
detained in a military detention facility known as “Camp X-Ray” located in
Guantdnamo Bay, Cuba. When not detained in Camp X-Ray, the Plaintiff regularly
resides in Scarborough, Ontario. The Plaintiff’s Next Friend, Fatma El Samnah is the
Plaintiff’s maternal grandmother and resides in Scarborough, Ontario.

3. In approximately July of 2002, when the Plaintiff was 15 years old, he was detained
by local authorities in the context of military hostilities occurring in the country of
Afghanistan. In approximately late 2002, the Plaintiff was transferred into the custody
of the government of the United States of America, and transported to Camp X-Ray.

He has remained in Camp X-Ray since that time.

4. Atall times material to this action , the Defendants were or ought to have been aware
that, since being detained in Camp X-Ray, the Plaintiff:

a. has been in jeopardy of being charged by the government of the United States
of America for acts alleged to have been committed by the Plaintiff when he
was of the age of 15 years or younger, for which charges the Plaintiff could

face the penalty of death;

b. may be tried before certain de facto military commissions convened by the
government of the United States of America according to a process which
constitutes a gross departure from recognized principles of fairness, natural
Justice and fundamental justice and to such a degree as to shock the Canadian

conscience;
