ELIGIBILITY 
• �The competition is open to law students 

in full-time undergraduate law programs 
at Canadian universities. Entries may be 
submitted in English or French.
• �Each student is limited to one entry. There 

is no limit to the number of entries that may 
be submitted from one university, but each 

paper must bear the endorsement of a law 
faculty member.
• �Papers must be no longer than 3,000 words 

(exclusive of footnotes) and must be typed. 
Papers may be jointly written.
• �Papers must be submitted electronically to 

the Executive Director at the email provided 
in the entry form by the deadline.
• �The paper must be focused on restructuring 

in an insolvency context.
