John E. VanDuzer Scholarship Award for Family Law

The John E. VanDuzer Scholarship Award for Family Law was created in memory of Judge John E. VanDuzer, a pioneer in the reform of family courts in Ontario and one of the founding judges of the Unified Family Court in Hamilton. The purpose of the Award is to promote family law scholarship by Ontario law students. Each year $2,000 will be given for a paper of at least 5,000 words on a family law subject. Papers on the use of mediation are especially encouraged.

To be eligible for the Award a student must be registered as a graduate or undergraduate law student at a law school in Ontario during the academic year in which the student applies for the award.  Papers will be assessed based on their organization and structure, writing quality, quality of research, analysis, and synthesis. Particular emphasis will be placed on the extent to which papers show originality and make a contribution to the development of family law. The Committee reserves the right not to grant a prize in any given year if it decides that none of the papers submitted are suitable.
